Leadership in the Douglas County Sexual Assault Response Team- GaDuGi 

SafeCenter coordinates meetings between Lawrence Memorial Hospitalõs sexual assault nurse 

examiners and ER program, District Attorneyõs Office, Lawrence Police Department and other 

key players in Douglas Countyõs sexual assault re spo nse efforts to ensure cohesive and victim -

centered services . 

Advocacy and Support to Franklin and Jefferson Counties ɀIn 2010, Ga DuGi 

SafeCenter established an outreach office in Jefferson County. Brochures were distributed 

throughou t local businesses , schools, and government offices. GaDuGi SafeCenter had a strong 

presence in the Jeff erson county Service Alliance because  the agency  Outreach Coordinator, 

Chrissy Heikkila, was president in 2010 -2011.  In Franklin County, important relationships were 

established with vital entities like the Elizabeth Layton Mental Health Center.   

Prevention Education - GaDuGi SafeCenter has a presence in Douglas County schools, 

where the agency uses the òTalking About Touchingó prevention/ personal safety curriculum. 

The agency re ached 900 elementary age students in the 2010 -2011 school year.   

Presentations and Attendance at community health fairs including the Baker University 

Wellness Fair, The Vagina Monologues in Hashinger Hall at KU, the 100 Goo d Women 

Presentation of LunaFest, and the Health Fair at GSP/Corbin.  

 

Coordination of therapy/support groups

like Art and Conversa tion, the Sedna Project, Art 

and Skills for Healing, and the Healing Art of Gourd  

Painting.       
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According to the Lawrence Police Department, 28% of all 

sexual assault s in Douglas County occur  downtown . That 

means that a quarter of sexual assaults happen on or near 

Massachusetts Street. With that in mind, GaDuGi SafeCenter 

created the SafeBar Alliance.  

GaDuGi SafeCenter offers trainings to local bars in order to 

recognize and effectively prevent potent ial sexual assaults. 

The healthy relationship between GaDuGi SafeCenter and the 

DAõs office/Lawrence Police Department has been invaluable 

in facilitating a credible and effective Alliance. Prevention 

materials are distributed; they include handouts that e xplain 

the four elements of a sexual assault (the victim, the 

perpetrator, the bystander, and substances); contact 

information for local taxi companies; and suggested actions to 

take to keep patrons safe. In 2010, 10,000 coasters (see 

designs, right) were printed to distribute to local bars in order 

to raise awareness of the program and its objectives.  

The SafeBar Alliance encourages bar personnel to be 

observant and unafraid to ask their patrons questions ( Are you 

okay?  Do you know where your friends are? Do you need me 

to call a cab for you? ). In a similar vein, the Alliance also strives 

to foster a trusting relationship between patrons and personnel 

where patrons feel comfortable asking for assistance from 

bartenders/bouncers/managers.  

Since the programs  start -up in September 2010, SafeBar 

Alliance members included: The Gaslight, Abe and Jakeõs 

Landing, Replay, and Louiseõs Downtown with even more
